Roll Out the Barrel

We are very pleased to announce that we will roll out a new recycling program in mid-2008.  At that time, you will also receive a detailed description of the new program and instructions for participation.  The equipment is ordered and for now, we want to give you an advance look at the program.
The new program will offer you convenience and more capacity at NO ADDITIONAL COST.
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The Cart – The new blue carts have wheels and attached lids and are easy to move when filled. 
No Sorting – We’re calling the new system a “Single Stream Recycling Program.”  As the name implies, all of your recyclables can be commingled into one cart – no longer will you have to sort bottles and cans from paper.  Everything goes into the cart.

More Capacity – The carts will more than triple the capacity of the current system.  It will now be easier to also recycle cardboard in the same cart with your bottles, cans, newspaper, junk mail, magazines, etc.

Weekly Collection – Once each week on one of your regular trash collection days, a specialized collection truck will empty the cart at curbside.
No Additional Cost – This program will come at no increase in your bill.
Walk-In Option – For the first time, Customers that subscribe to Walk-In trash service will also have the option of adding Walk-In recycling service (a nominal charge for this service option will apply).
The Single Stream Recycling Program is sponsored jointly by Palm Springs Disposal Services and the City of Palm Springs and is made possible, in part, by a Grant from the City’s Recycling Fund.

Electronic Waste Recycling
Electronic products (computers, TV’s, etc.) are always accepted at our Yard for recycling FREE OF CHARGE.  Call for more information.

Clean Air Report
We have been switching from diesel trucks to Natural Gas powered trucks since 2001.  Here’s where we stand:
Residential Trucks:

Trash (7 of 10 vehicles are CNG)

Recycling (both new vehicles will be CNG)

Commercial Trucks:

Trash (6 of 6 vehicles are CNG)

Recycling (the single vehicle is CNG)

Note:  We are installing special emission reducing filters on the remaining diesel trucks.

Housekeeping Matters
Rates.  This billing reflects a 2.5% CPI rate increase.  By special arrangement with the City, the July, 2007 increase was deferred until now AND the July, 2007 and July, 2008 increases in the County’s Disposal Tip Fee will NOT be passed on to you at all.  The next CPI-based increase in service rates will occur July, 2008.

Holiday Trees.  We will collect your discarded holiday trees on any Wednesday at the curb as part of our Green Waste collection service.  Be sure to cut large trees into sections no more than 4 feet in length.
